OCT 12: Departure - Depart the USA to Paris

OCT 13: PARIS - Arrival in Paris. Meeting with your tour guide.
Transfer to the hotel. Depending on your flight time, a first
panoramic tour of Paris can be arranged.

OCT 14: PARIS - LISIEUX - Breakfast. Continue your tour of
Paris. Boat trip on the Seine River. Free time in Paris. Departure for
Lisieux. Dinner and overnight stay.

OCT 15: LISIEUX - NEVERS - Breakfast at the hotel in Lisieux. In
the morning, we will visit the Basilica of Saint Therese of Lisieux, a
Catholic church and a minor basilica dedicated to Saint Therese of
Lisieux. It can accommodate 4,000 people and, with more than two
million visitors a year, is the second most visited pilgrimage site in
France, after Lourdes. Pope John Paul II visited the basilica on June 2,
1980. After lunch, transfer to Nevers.

OCT 16: NEVERS - PARAY LE MONIAL - We will visit the
sanctuary of Saint Bernadette, an old convent and the mother house
of the Sisters of Charity of Nevers and it is where the body of Saint
Bernadette remains. Free time in Nevers. Departure towards Paray le
Monial. Dinner and accommodation

OCT 17: PARAY LE MONIAL - ARS - LYON -. Visit to the
Sanctuary of Saint Margaret Mary. The events of Paray-le-Monial
took place at the end of the 17th century. Three great apparitions of
Jesus to Saint Margaret Mary capture the message transmitted there,
dedicated to all humanity. They took place between late December
1673 and June 1675. This message has three main dimensions: a
declaration of love, a complaint, and a request. Free time for lunch.
Transfer to Ars where we will visit the Basilica of Ars, a religious
building classified as a historical monument. The current building
was built in the second half of the 19th century on the remains of an
old site from the 12th century. It houses the relics of Saint John Mary
Vianney. Dinner and overnight stay.




OCT 18: LYON - ROME - Breakfast at the hotel. Transfer to the
airport. Arrival in Rome. Transfer to the hotel. Dinner and overnight
stay. * Depending on your flight time, a visit can be arranged either in
Lyon in the morning or in Rome in the afternoon.

OCT 19: ROME - Breakfast at the hotel. Visit to the Vatican
Museums, Sistine Chapel, and St. Peter's Basilica. Free time for lunch.
Visit Baroque Rome, stroll through the ancient streets to the Spanish
Steps, the Trevi Fountain, the Pantheon, and many other monuments
and squares. Dinner and overnight stay.

OCT 20: ROMA - NAPLES - Breakfast. Transfer to Naples in the
morning. Check in at the hotel. The most important city in southern
Italy. Panoramic tour of the city, strolling through the main streets,
and visit the Gothic-style cathedral. Its official name is Santa Maria
Assunta and it is dedicated to St. Januarius, patron saint and bishop of
Naples. Dinner and overnight stay.

OCT 21: NAPLES - EXCURSION THE AMALFI COAST -
Breakfast. Full day to visit the Amalfi Coast. This excursion from
Naples is ideal for spending a dream day exploring the Amalfi Coast
and its World Heritage towns. Turquoise waters, cliff-top houses, and
colorful scenery await you in Positano, Amalfi, and Ravello. Return to
Naples. Dinner and overnight stay.

OCT 22: NAPLES - USA - Breakfast then at the scheduled time
transfer to the airport. Depart to the USA.
